Dear Parents & Carers, 
 

Welcome back after such a dry and sunny half term. We are in the final 
straight for this academic year, but that does not mean a quiet term. We have 
many end of year events happening, such as Art Week, Sports Day, Send First 
Summer Fair and the Teddy bears picnic. We will also be preparing for the 
next academic year which also looks to be a busy year for Send First School. 
 

New Structure of the School Day 
From September 2010 we are planning to make changes to the structure of 
the school day. This will not affect the starting or finishing time of the 
school day, which will remain as 8.50 a.m. and 3.10 p.m. 
Our plans involve reducing the lunchtime break from 1hr 20 minutes to 1 hr10 
minutes and moving collective worship times from 1.15-1.30 p.m. to 10.15- 10.30 
a.m.
